Minutes of the 152nd weekly review meeting held on 23.11.2010 in terms of 238th UAC meeting on 28.3.2007. 

The minutes of the 151st weekly review meeting held on 04.11.2010 were confirmed.

Discussions were held in the chamber of Development Commissioner at Nizam Palace under the Chairmanship of Development Commissioner, Falta SEZ with Shri A.K. Chopra, Assistant Commissioner of Customs, FSEZ, PAO (SCD), ADC(AD), ADC(URC), ADC(MLD), ADC(PKG) & ADC(SP).

Matters relating to Falta SEZ  

(a)
The request of M/s.Kariwala Industries for extension of validity period of LOP was considered and it was noted that they are possessing three LOPs.  It was decided that exact position of the three LOPs be submitted separately for taking further action.  It was also decided to issue SCN for Unit No.1 and Unit No.2, as to why their LOPs will not be cancelled. 
(b)
It was noted that M/s.Transworld Business Corpn. was reviewed by CRAD team and it was their views that they had failed to achieve positive NFE.  Based on which, DC(Cus), FSEZ had issued SCN and Commissioner of Customs after adjudication imposed fiscal penalty.  But Commissioner of Customs (Appeal) have rejected the order and took a views that since broad-banding permission was given by the DC, FSEZ the exports performance should be taken in NFE calculation. The entire issue in the light of Hon’ble High Court order and the order of Commissioner of Customs (Appeal) will need to be reviewed in detail on file.

The request of M/s.Prion India for extension of validity period of LOP beyond one year was discussed and it was decided to allow  validity for six months only subject to confirmation that piling work has started as stated in their letter.
(d)
The request of M/s.Acknit Industries Ltd for accepting Bond-cum LUT was discussed and it was decided to take decision after examining all related issues on file.

Matters relating to 100% EOUs
(i)
The request of M/s.Chaudhury Enterprises for extension of validity period of LOP beyond 5 years was considered and it was noted that their validity of the LOP expired on 4.5.2009 and further extension was not given considering that the unit has failed to achieve positive NFE.  The matter was discussed at length and it was decided to impose fiscal penalty of Rs.4.00 lacs. Out of it Rs.2.00 lac to be paid in cash and Rs.2.00 lac to be pad in fixed deposit. In case the unit shows good performance during the next one year, penalty amount of Rs.2.00 lac will be waived and fixed deposit amount will be refunded. The validity of LOP has been decided to be extended for a further period of two years initially and reviewed thereafter for considering further extension. 
(ii)
It is informed that M/s.Shamon Ispat Ltd. which has not been manufacturing for a couple of years. They are not submitting APR for the last two years. It was also noted that two times personal hearing was given but no representative attended. It was, therefore, decided to cancel the LOP and a copy of the same endorsed to the concerned Central Excise Authority.

(iii)
It was noted that M/s.Sapling Agrotech has not been doing any foreign trade activity for a couple of years.  A Show cause Notice was issued followed by reminders but no reply has been received.  It was, therefore, decided to give them a personal hearing on 22.12.2010 as a last chance to hear the case failing which ex-party decision will be taken.
(iv)
The request of M/s.Rohit Ferro Tech Ltd. to import machinery worth Rs.45 cr was discussed.  But no revised foreign exchange balance-sheet has been given.  It was, therefore, decided to request the unit to submit revised foreign exchange balance sheet.

(v)
The request of M/s.G.K.B. Rx. Lens Pvt. Ltd located at Gurgaon to allow import of additional capital goods worth Rs.30 cr. was discussed.  Considering their good performances, it was decided to approve the project subject to submission of a combined NFE calculation after taking into account existing performances as well as projected export and import.
(vi)
The request of M/s.Vikarama Impex for allowing import of capital goods worth Rs.4.50 cr was considered.  Considering their good performances, it was decided to allow the same subject to submission of NFE position considering both existing as well as revised projections.

(vii)
It is noted tht M/s.TCG Lifesciences submits GSP for our attestation where hazardous chemical has been used.  Since hazardous chemicals are not incorporated in their project report, it was decided to ask them a detailed list of hazardous chemicals which is being used for its product in their research work.

The request of M/s.Alpha Solar Pvt. Ltd. for permission to set up a 100% EOU for manufacture and export of solar module in Orissa was considered and it was noted that no details regarding sourcing of raw materials and marketing arrangement have been given in their project report.  It was, therefore, decided to call the representative of the unit on 1st December, 2010 for detailed discussion in the matter.
